This week we continued to work on Addition. We reviewed the rules for adding 0, 1, 2, and 3 and students were introduced to the fact family for the number 4. Students continued to work on and practice using mental math strategies for solving addition stories. Their job, as mathematicians, is to decide on the ‘best’ strategy (quickest, most effective). We continue to practice counting by 1’s to 100 as well as counting by 2’s to 20. We are continuing to practice our doubles through songs and games. In Math Centers, students are playing activities that are focused on Doubles, Addition up to 20, and skip-counting by 2s. Each center is adjusted to meet the individual learning needs of students.

In Word Work we played Go Fish using words with consonant clusters that begin with s (sl, sc, sk, sn).We also learned about another family of consonant clusters from the l family. Some examples of consonant clusters from the l family are bl, cl, fl, pl, gl, and sl. We played a fun game called Cluster Lotto using words from the l family.  In reading, we are learning a new the strategy called Flippy Dolphin. This strategy encourages the students to flip the vowel sound if the word does not make sense. This means flipping a short vowel sound to a long vowel sound and vice versa. In writing, we read Snowmen at Night. Students brainstormed what they would do if their snowman came to life! Then students wrote about these ideas using the 5 Finger Writing Plan. They are being encouraged to use conventions properly (spaces, uppercase and lowercase letters, periods) while adding more details to sentences. Example: We would play outside.More Detail: First, we would play outside and build a snow fort to hide in.
